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The School

Mission Statement

Fosse Bank is a caring, happy, small school where all pupils are treated as individuals inspired with confidence to reach their full potential.  In a stimulating learning environment, pupils are encouraged to be true to themselves, showing honesty, respect and trust within a family community.

· The formal curriculum is complemented by a good range and variety of Early-morning, Lunchtime and After-school activities.

· We have excellent facilities that are well-used and enhance the high standard of teaching.

· Children are taught in small classes (maximum 18 children).

· Staff / pupil ratios are at the optimum level for socialisation and effective learning.

· The Early Years Department provides high quality childcare and Early Years education in a safe, caring and stimulating environment.

· The Reception to Year 6 classes have dedicated Teaching Assistants who are a great support to the teacher and the children in all aspects of their education.  
· We have a strong partnership with parents as well as the community and a thriving parent-led fundraising and social committee.  Ofsted inspectors wrote that: “Children and their families are overwhelmingly positive about the school...The views of parents and pupils are sought regularly and the school's responses are widely made known.”  Ofsted Report 2008

The School Office
The School Office is open from 8.30am to 5.00pm daily.  Please ensure that your current telephone numbers at work / home have been provided and are kept up-to-date.  This is very important in case of an emergency.  
The School Day

The school day begins at 8.50am and finishes at 3.30pm for Foundation Stage pupils, 3.40pm for Key Stage One pupils and 3.50pm for Key Stage Two pupils. 

Children may arrive from 8.30am in the morning and should be dropped off in front of school where Mrs Lovatt-Young or Mr Broad will be waiting to greet them.   Parking is available in the Additional Car Park and parents are asked not to park in the designated staff parking areas between 8.00am and 5.30pm.  Children then go round to the back of the school, leave their belongings in the conservatory and go to the Playground.  There will be a member of staff on duty in the playground and in the conservatory.  In the event of wet weather, the children will proceed to their classroom where their class teacher will supervise them.
At the end of the day, all children should be collected at the appropriate time.  At the start of the school year, parents are asked to nominate adults to whom they have given permission to collect their child.  If parents arrange for someone else to pick their child up, they must sign the ‘Collections’ book in the School Office.  The class teacher must also be informed of any changes to collection arrangements, either personally or by letter. 

Parents of children not attending clubs should collect their child at the front door from the member of staff responsible for their dismissal.

The Curriculum

The curriculum is all the activities that we organise in order to promote learning and personal growth and development.  It includes not only the formal requirements of the National Curriculum, but also the range of extra-curricular activities that the school organises in order to enrich the experience of the children.  It also includes the ‘hidden curriculum’, or what the children learn from the way they are treated and expected to behave.  We value the way in which all children are unique, and our curriculum promotes respect for the views of each individual child, as well as for people of all cultures.

· The curriculum is based on the National Curriculum programmes of study and provides a broad, balanced education for all pupils across the age and ability range.  The core subjects, Numeracy, Literacy, Science and ICT are given emphasis in the timetable and all other subjects: Religious Education, Geography, History, Art, Music, Design and Technology and Physical Education are taught weekly.

· Pupils in Key Stage One (Years 1 and 2) experience the full range of subjects taught by their class teacher.  Both year groups are taught ICT, PE and Music by a specialist and have weekly French lessons with a dedicated French teacher.

· In Key Stage Two (Years 3 to 6), pupils are taught some subjects by their class teacher and in most cases are taught ICT, PE, French, Music, Art and Science by specialists.  Mathematics is set in three teaching groups across two year groups i.e. three groups within Years 3 and 4, and three groups within Years 5 and 6.
· The curriculum is enriched by a wide variety of trips, visits and a good range of extra-curricular activities which provide many additional opportunities in different areas of learning.

The aims of our school curriculum are:

· to enable all children to learn and develop their skills to the best of their ability

· to deliver a curriculum at a point that allows all children access to it.

· to promote a positive attitude towards learning, so that children enjoy coming to school, and acquire a solid basis for lifelong learning.

· to teach children the skills of Literacy, Numeracy, ICT, Music, Art and PE.

· to enable children to be creative and to develop their own thinking.

· to teach children about their developing world, including how their environment and society have changed over time.

· to help children understand Britain’s cultural heritage.

· to enable children to be positive citizens in society.

· to fulfil all the requirements of the National Curriculum, foundation subjects and the agreed syllabus for Religious Education.

· to teach children to have an awareness of their own spiritual development, and to understand right from wrong.

· to help children understand the importance of truth and fairness, so that they grow up committed to equal opportunities for all.

· to enable children to have respect for themselves and high self-esteem, and to be able to live and work co-operatively with others.

Regular reviews of the curriculum ensure consistent improvement and change in line with statutory requirements and the needs of the school.

Foundation Stage (Pre-school and Reception) 

The Early Years Foundation Stage Curriculum is for children in Pre-school and Reception.  There are six areas of learning in the Early Years Foundation Stage:

· Communication, Language & Literacy

· Problem Solving, Reasoning and Numeracy 

· Knowledge & Understanding of the World

· Physical Development

· Creative Development

· Personal, Social & Emotional Development

Within each of these areas there is a series of Early Learning Goals, which it is anticipated the majority of children will achieve by the end of the Reception year.  

The Pre-school is a starting point for children who will continue their education at Fosse Bank.  The focus will be on ‘learning through play’ with carefully selected materials used to enhance a range of adult-led and child-led activities in a stimulating learning environment.  Children will have the opportunity to develop social skills with peers and form relationships with staff who will teach them as they progress through the school.  There will be a ‘bedding-in’ programme to ensure the transition from Pre-school to Reception will be smooth for all children and that they will continue to develop academically, socially and emotionally as they advance to the next stage in their education.

Key Stage One (Years 1 and 2)

At Key Stage One we ensure that there is coherence and full coverage of all aspects of the National Curriculum and there is planned progression in all curriculum areas.  At the end of this Key Stage the children will sit the Key Stage One SATs, the National Curriculum tests which help ensure a National Standard and are designed to fit in with normal classroom activities as far as possible.
Key Stage Two (Years 3 to 6)

At Key Stage Two we teach the Core and Foundation subjects, using opportunities for integration with Numeracy, Literacy and ICT where possible.  Over the three terms of the academic year, each child has the opportunity to experience the full range of National Curriculum subjects.  Tests in English and Maths for Years 3, 4 and 5 take place in May each year.  At the end of this Key Stage the children will sit the Key Stage Two SATs.  

We also participate in the 11+ Kent Selection Procedures, and preparation is given to those pupils who are entered for the Kent Selection 11+ Tests and Entrance Examinations into Independent Secondary Schools.

Test results are reported to parents at the Parent Consultation Evenings.

Special Educational Needs

The school has adopted procedures for helping pupils with Special Educational Needs, as laid down in the revised Special Needs Code of Practice.  We are committed to providing support for all children in the school, whether less able, average or more able.

There is rarely homework for Years 3 to 6 on Wednesdays.

Parents are encouraged to support their child’s progress by practising reading, learning of tables and handwriting practice at home.  

Praise Cards

Class teachers use Praise Cards to recognise special effort and achievement throughout the year.  These are posted to children at home to arrive on a Saturday, on an individual and unexpected basis, and to surprise and reward children. 
Assemblies

All children take part in a daily Assembly.  At a weekly Whole School Assembly the Head awards an achievement badge to one member of each of the Infant forms.  A House Captain also collects a Certificate for the House with the greatest number of House Points.  Once a term, each class will perform a Class Assembly when parents are invited to watch their children perform.  
House System

Each child from Pre-school to Year 6 is allocated a House and children from the same family are members of the same house.  Two members of staff ‘head’ each House and a House Captain is elected from Year 6.  The Merits awarded to pupils are totalled each week for the Houses.  The House with the largest final total is presented with a cup at Speech Day.

Positive encouragement and praise are the strongest motivators, and staff use these liberally.  In helping with this, pupils are awarded Merit Points for good work and for high standards of behaviour.  In cases of bad behaviour, a Demerit will be awarded and a note sent home to parents explaining the reason for the Demerit and requiring a signature.

To encourage friendly competition, various sporting activities are organised on a House basis throughout the course of the school year.

Sports 

During the Autumn and Spring Terms the children participate in Netball, Football, Rugby, Gymnastics and Cross-country.  During the Summer Term the children participate in Rounders, Cricket, Athletics and Tennis.  Other optional Sports Clubs are available to the children.
Swimming is held on Mondays throughout the year.  This currently takes place at the school pool for Pre-school to Year 4 and at Tonbridge School swimming pool for Years 5 and 6.  Please note that Year 6 should be collected after swimming from school at 4.20pm.
Sports Fixtures

Matches against local schools usually take place on Wednesday or Thursday afternoons.  Occasionally, Cross-country, Swimming and Athletics fixtures take place on other afternoons.
Extra Curricular Provision

Clubs

The formal curriculum is complemented by an extensive range of Early-morning, Lunchtime and After-school activities for all children.   The children may choose the Clubs that they wish to join and are encouraged to show commitment to that club for a term.  

After-school clubs start at either 3.30pm or 4.00pm and a wide range of activities are available to children from Pre-school to Year 6.  Parents are notified of club options before the end of term and are asked to request a place for their child in the next term’s clubs.  Clubs are allocated so that the children obtain as many of their choices as possible. 
We also currently offer a Late Club for the siblings of children participating in Clubs.  Late Club is not available on Wednesdays due to Staff Training. 

Some clubs are run by visiting coaches and there is an additional charge for these clubs.

Phoenix Club
An After-school Child Care facility, Phoenix Club, runs throughout term-time from 3.30pm until 6.00pm and is available to all children attending Fosse Bank.  This is a chargeable club which can be regularly attended or booked at short notice on an ad-hoc basis.  Part-sessions are also available.  (Short notice bookings and cancellations should be notified to the School Office no later than 9.30am on the relevant day.)  Phoenix Club charges are billed in arrears and appear on termly invoices.
Children participate in a range of games and activities whilst attending Phoenix Club and are provided with food and drink.
Trips, Outings and Residential Field Trips

Each class will usually go on a school outing once a term.  These can be to a theatre, educational centre or activity centre and are an opportunity for the children to experience a range of different activities.  A permission form must be signed before children can attend such activities and once this has been received parents will automatically be invoiced with the following term’s fees; we are unable to provide refunds on school trip that are not taken due to a child’s absence.  Parents may sometimes volunteer or be asked to help on school outings.

These outings have the additional benefit of encouraging children to use public transport, as in some circumstances it is appropriate to use British Rail and the Underground system.

Pupils in Years 5 and 6 have the opportunity to go on a residential activity holiday each year whilst Year 4 spends a day at an Outdoor Centre.
Performances

All children will frequently experience the art of performing during each year of their time with us.  As well as informal concerts, formal concerts, plays and workshops, the children present a Class Assembly to their parents once a term.

Competitions
We encourage the children to take part in a variety of school competitions including The Poetry Competition and Art Competition.  These competitions give children who excel in different areas of the curriculum an opportunity to display their skills and talents.
Prizegiving

All pupils are required to attend the annual school Prizegiving and all parents are warmly invited to join us.  At this event, class prizes are given for attainment, progress or effort, pupils in Year 6 receive a leaving present, the Head, Chair of Governors and Chair of the Fosse Association give a report on the school year and a guest speaker addresses the children before presenting prizes.  This event is followed by afternoon tea.

Communication and Parental Involvement

We hold Parents’ Consultation Evenings every term and parents will receive a brief written report on their child’s progress at Half Term during the Autumn and Spring Terms, and a full written report in the Summer Term.  There are opportunities to talk to all teaching staff on a daily basis as they dismiss the children at the end of the school day.  An appointment can be made for further discussion and parents are always welcome to contact the school to discuss their child’s progress and to see their work, records and reports.

Children from Reception to Year 2 bring a Reading Record home every night and Year 3 to 6 children use Homework Diaries daily.  These books can be used to write short notes to the class teacher and may be used by them to make informal contact with parents.

At the beginning of each term, the class teacher will upload to the school website www.fossebankschool.co.uk a letter containing an overview of the curriculum to be covered and any specific information about trips or visits.  The school also uploads a calendar for each term, containing all essential dates for the whole school.  Printed copies may be downloaded from the website.  The school menu is also available on the website.
Weekly Newsletters are distributed by ParentMail on Fridays.  These are an effective way of informing you about all exciting events that have occurred during the previous week and celebrating the children’s achievements.  They also contain reminders for all forthcoming events.
There are numerous opportunities throughout the year for parents to maintain contact with the school.

Feedback on any aspect of families’ experiences at Fosse Bank is always welcomed and parents are asked to complete and return the Bi-annual Parents’ Questionnaire in November and April.
Parents’ Association (Fosse Association)

All parents are members of the Fosse Association.   This Association exists to raise money for the school and to assist social connections between parents and the school.  The committee works very hard and organises regular social events throughout the year.  Its members are always looking for volunteers to assist with these events and any help parents can give, even on an irregular basis, is always greatly appreciated.

Class Representatives 

Each class has a parent-volunteer who acts as a link between the class and the Head as well as the Fosse Association.  The representative prepares a class list with phone numbers for social purposes and for the event of emergencies.  Representatives also co-ordinate volunteers and donations for Fosse Association events and encourage full participation by each family.

Morning Break and School Lunches 
All children may bring fruit for morning break and each child should bring a filled, named water-bottle in to school each day.  Water bottles should be taken home every night to be re-filled and should be washed frequently at a high temperature.
Lunch is taken in two sittings.  These are:

12.00noon  – Pre-school, Reception, Years 1 to 2

12.40pm  – Years 3 to 6

School lunch is included in the fees.  
We provide a good portion of high quality, healthy food to each pupil and encourage the children to make sensible choices about what they put on their plate.  Our meals are cooked on the school premises using fresh food sourced from local producers.  The menus are carefully planned to ensure nutritionally-balanced meals are offered, providing the energy for children to learn, play and to optimise their concentration.  A vegetarian option is available daily and other requirements can be accommodated.  The menu is published on the school website.

Staff who supervise the lunches encourage the children to eat an appropriate amount of food, to use their cutlery properly and to exercise good table manners.

Valuables and Lost Property

Children should not bring valuable articles to school and any money a child might have should be sent in to school in a labelled envelope and handed to a teacher for safe-keeping.

Lost Property is returned to the child if it is named.  If other Lost Property is not collected from the Lost Property Boxes within six weeks, it will be given to the ‘Nearly New’ Uniform Shop.

Equal Opportunities

We are committed to providing equality of opportunity to all children, parents and staff.  ‘Equal opportunities’ means access to provision, equipment, information, and participation for everyone.

We respect cultural and religious diversity and this is reflected in the curriculum.  Staff value children as individuals and help them develop positive attitudes to difference of race, culture, language and gender.

Safety and Security

If your child arrives or leaves outside of normal school hours, you will be asked to sign the appropriate book in the School Office.  Please advise us if someone else is dropping off or collecting your child.  We will not allow a child to leave with any other adult unless we obtain your permission. 

Please call the School Office by 9.00am if your child will be absent and send a note to explain their absence when they return to school.  If your child is absent and we have not received notification, we will call you to establish that they are safe at home.  Absences for medical and educational reasons should be notified to the class teacher in writing as soon as possible before the days concerned.  Children must not be taken from the school premises at any time during the school day unless permission has been granted.

If you visit the school for any reason, you will be asked to sign in and out, and to wear a visitors’ badge; this is for the safety and security of the whole school community.

Please drive no more than 5mph on the school grounds for the sake of the children’s safety.  
Please note that the school has a strict no alcohol and no smoking policy.

Time Keeping

Please ensure that your child arrives promptly no later than 8.50am so that Registration can be completed accurately and to enable the child to settle with their peers, ready for the day of learning ahead.  

Please also collect your child promptly at the end of the school day.  In the event of an emergency, please contact the School Office.

Holidays

We urge all parents to arrange family holidays to coincide with the school holidays.  If parents are planning to go on holiday during the school term, they must request permission from the Head in writing.  Absences requested may not be authorised.
Illness, Accidents and Emergencies

If your child becomes ill at school you will be contacted in order to come and collect them.  In the event that you are unable to come, you must make alternative arrangements.

Some symptoms and illnesses require a child’s exclusion from school.  These include:

· Diarrhoea

· Vomiting

· Fever of 38ºC / 101ºF

· Communicable diseases such as Conjunctivitis, Impetigo, Ringworm, Scarlet Fever, Chicken Pox, Whooping Cough, Mumps, Measles and German Measles.

Please exclude your child for a further 24 hours after symptoms have ceased for the safety of the whole school community.

If you are in any doubt about the length of time required for exclusion, please contact the School Office. 

Accidents

The school is concerned for the safety of the children.  However, should an accident occur the following steps will be taken: 

1. First Aid will be administered.

2. If further treatment is needed, parents will be contacted to discuss the next course of action.

3. A record will be made in the Accident Report Book.

Please ensure that we always have an emergency contact number and that this contact can arrive at the school quickly.

Medication Administration

If your child requires medication, please ask your GP to prescribe dosages that can be administered before and after school.  In the event that this is not possible, parents may return to school to administer medicine to their own child.  There is no legal obligation for the school to administer medication.  

The school may administer prescribed medication with written permission from the child’s parent.  Medicine can be left with the School Office and must be contained in the original packaging with the child’s prescription label attached.  Written instructions from the parent must be presented regarding dosage and timing, and must include information about the last dose given.  These instructions must be signed by the child’s parent.  It is the responsibility of the parent to collect any medicines at the end of each school day. 

Discipline

We encourage the children’s self-discipline, teaching respect for themselves, others and their environment.  The school follows the Golden Rules, which are:

The children are constantly reminded of these through assemblies, PSHCE, and with posters around the school.  

Physical punishment is never, ever used.  Our attitude is ‘firm but fair’ and we reward good behaviour with ‘House Points’ and praise.

Misdemeanours are dealt with by explaining to the child why the action was inappropriate and the emphasis is always placed on the action being anti-social rather than the child themselves.  More serious cases are dealt with on an individual basis but will usually involve a positive reinforcement of good behaviour and the completion of a constructive task.

We endeavour to always highlight good behaviour with praise and positive comments.  For further information, a copy of our Discipline and Bullying Policies can be obtained from the school website.  

The code of conduct within school expects children to be courteous and polite at all times.

Complaints

Fosse Bank has an open door policy.  Should any parent have a concern regarding their child, they should immediately bring it to the attention of the child’s teacher.  If the parent still feels that the issue has not been dealt with adequately, they should make an appointment with the Head via the School Office.  More serious complaints should be made, in writing, to the Chair of Governors.

Fire drills are practiced regularly so that children know which procedures to follow in the event of a fire.  The local Fire Brigade comes to the school to inform the children about Fire Safety.
